The show is open to all meat goat breeds and crosses.
Horns are allowed.
The base date for computing age is July 18, 2010.
The show will be held rain or shine. Food concessions available throughout fairgrounds. A limited number of 9'x9’ pens will be available
the day of the show. Please bring your own pen bedding for the day.
Each exhibitor must present written documentation to prove that all animals brought onto the grounds conform to the State of New York
Department of Agriculture and Markets Livestock Health requirements as revised January, 2010.
The Monroe County Fair is requiring that all goats be vaccinated against rabies. See “Rabies Vaccination” on page 15.
No animal will be allowed to unload without health check. Decision of veterinarian and the show committee will be final.
All goats MUST have scrapie tags or be tattooed with the matching registration papers brought to the show.
If your goat is tattooed, please be sure that it is clearly legible before entering the ring.
Judging to begin promptly at 2pm on Saturday, July 17,
Goats will NOT be released until the end of the horse show at approximately 5:30pm due to limited trailer space.
Entry fee will be $3.00 per entry/class, due by July 2, 2010. Entries after that date will be subject to a $5 late fee per exhibitor.
No refunds.
